The forests - protection and afforestation

Forests filter dust and gas out of the air. One hectare of forest will take 30 to 65
tons of dust of the air in one year. Spruce tops collect up to 29.5 tons of dust; pines
- 37tons; elms - 43 tons; oak - 54 tons, and beech - 65 tons. The elm's rough
leaves arrest dust for much longer than the glossy leaves of the aspen, poplar or
the oak. The forests increase the turbulence of the air and build up air streams in the
lowest strata of the atmosphere, in and around the forest. This is
tremendously valuable, especially in heavily industrialized areas. A single hectare
of forest will purify 18,000,000 cu m of air a year. As forest areas around industrial
enterprises expand, the harmful gases in the air recede.

And the forest, like all plant life is an untiring oxygen producer. Plants absorb
carbon dioxide out of the air in photosynthesis (a hectare of forest can absorb
all the carbon dioxide 200 people exhale), turn it into organic substances and give
off pure oxygen. In Russia, for example, forests emit 2,463,800,000 tons of oxygen
in their vegetation period. Oxygen, which man, animals and microorganisms
breathe keeps life on Earth going, but it is itself a product of life. The exhaled
carbon dioxide returns to the air and is recycled by plants in photosynthesis.

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Wood utilization of West Africa
One of the major utilization problems connected with tropical timber is the

wide diversity of species. On each acre of high forest there are frequently over
100 species of trees; only a few species have commercial value. This large variety
of tropical species has led to utilization problems associated with the wide range of
physical and mechanical wood properties. Many different solutions to this problem
have been suggested. One common solution has been the selection and testing of the
most important commercial species. However, use of the information is limited
and many more tropical species remain untested.

Another solution that has been suggested is a use classification for tropical
woods based on density. Wood density is one of the single most important wood
characteristics. Based on density, the working properties for most tropical woods
can be determined. For this reason, grouping tropical woods for use by density
classes, rather than species, may be helpful.

In addition it has been established that tropical species and wood density can
be closely correlated with site. Therefore, based on tropical site identification,
it is possible to predict average wood density and thereby working properties for

many different species growing in association.

All the Northern regions of our country both in Europe and Asia are
covered with large forests which give us many different kinds of timber.

Timber is one of the most important materials used in all branches
of industry, manufacture and engineering. Iron is looked upon as the most
useful of metals.

Much attention was paid to the conditions of the growth of the
tree, which helped to establish the connection between the mechanical

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Finnish Forests
Finland lies far to the North, between the 60-th and 70-th parallels of

latitude, which corresponds approximately to the location of Alaska. This
country is not rich in mineral resources. So Finland’s economy depends upon
foreign trade. Nearly two-thirds of the country is covered by forests: the total
area of forest land being 46 million acres. In addition to this area there are 9
million acres of land covered by stunted forest, and more than 10 million acres
of land which are nearly or even completely treeless wasteland, mainly
peatcovered. Land for farming comprises 8 million acres, or about 10 per cent of
the entire area.

The total volume of the growing stock in Finnish forests is 53 billion cubic
feet.

The three main species of trees that are native to Finland are very valuable: they
are Scotch pine, Norway spruce and birch. Of the total volume harvested last
year 44 per cent is pine, 38 per cent spruce, and 18 per cent broad-leaved trees,
mainly birch. The production of spruce is increasing rather rapidly, but that of
broad-leaved trees is decreasing even more rapidly. Birch grows extensively,
but from the point of view of industry it is of less value because at present only
special grades of paper are made from it.

Great efforts are being made to promote the fuller utilization of the entire
forest biomass, the mechanization of the harvesting process being the central
problem.

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Forests of the world

Korea is well - forested, that is to about 80 per cent. However, heavy
demand and lack of control resulted in great devastation and the remaining forests
are thin. The rate of cutting in South Korea is twice as that of growth and the
volume of standing timber is rapidly decreasing. In North Korea a cool-
temperate zone contains spruce, fir, larch and pines.

Japan, a highly industrialized country, has a growing pulp and paper
industry of considerable capacity. About two thirds of the land area is covered with
forests, but as a result of demand from heavy population only 25 per cent of the
forests are capable of yielding industrial wood, and only 15 per cent are accessible
coniferous forests. The climatic zones of Japan are similar to those of China and
Korea.

China has a forested area covering only 9 per cent of the country. This still
constitutes a considerable forest area, of which three quarters is productive forest
land. Half of this is covered by coniferous forests, mainly concentrated in the
north-eastern part of the country. The South, South-West and central regions
contain a considerable part of hardwood forests.

There are three main forest zones in China, namely the subtropical, the warn-
temperate and cool-temperate. In the subtropical zone (Taiwan, Hainan and
Southern part of Southern provinces) evergreen broadleaf trees, such as several
species of oak, occur together with palms, tree ferns and bamboos.

The warm-temperate zone includes the rest of China south provinces
along the Yangtze river. Its forests contain deciduous broadleaf species such as

oak, maple, poplar, and even some conifers, such as pine.

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Forests in Russia

Forests cover Russian lands like a vast green blanket. They are extremely
varied in composition. Thickets of the Arctic willow and the dwarf birch tree
grow in the tundra in latitude of 70° North. In the forest-tundra belt we have sparse
fir forests and copses of birches with crooked trunks. Moving south there are dense
forests of fir and pine along the river valleys and then climbing up the
watersheds. Southwards where the vast wildness of the taiga begins we find dark
patches of spruce. Then we reach the kingdom of coniferous and deciduous
forests alive with bird songs. White trunks of the birches stand out against dark
green spruces and the curly crowns of pines with their reddish-yellow trunks.
Gradually, the forests give way to aspen and birch woods. Still further south we
reach the forest-steppe. Here forests rise out of the steppe like islands in the sea.
Spruces are few, the pine is rare, but many oaks spread their wide branches.

In the semidesert and desert zones a few forests clothe the river mouths. Only
the saksaul with leaves like fish scales ventures out among the dunes of the desert.
But there are forests in the southern mountains. The Northern Caucasus abounds
in oaks, beeches, Caucasian firs.

Siberian larch, Siberian fir, Korean cedar, Amur cork and ash spread over

vast territories in the East.

Sap, the liquid that flows in trees, is used to make
maple syrup, chewing gum, crayons, paint, and soap. Many types of trees provide
food for people.

The quality of our environment — air, soil and water — depends on the roles
trees play. Trees help create rain as they expel moisture into the atmosphere: their
roots draw it from the soil and their leaves return it to the air. Trees clean the air we
breathe by taking in carbon dioxide through the leaves and then giving off oxygen
we need to breathe. If trees didn’t breathe, neither could we. Roots help hold
soil in place to prevent erosion which not only saves soil, but also keeps our
waterways cleaner when there is an abundance of trees. Trees provide shade in
summer to help cool our homes. In winter, they block wind to help warm our

homes.
