My Native Town

Ussuriisk is one of the second biggest town of Primorye. It is situated 99
kilometers from Vladivostok in a stand valley on the left bank of the Razdolnaya
river. The town is not large but it is well-planned.

In 1866 47 peasant families from Astrakhan Province built a village here which
they called Nikolskoe. The place was well chosen and the village became a large
trading centre soon. In 1898 it was considered a town and renamed Nikolsk-
Ussuriisky. After the last war it was given the name of Ussuriisk.

The history of Ussuriisk is closely connected with the history of our country.

During the Civil War heavy fighting took place around Ussuriisk, and the
memory of the Red Guards and partisans who were Killed in battles for the
establishment of Soviet Power in Primorye is carefully preserved. A short way down
the highway leading to Novonikolskoye there is a monument to 70 heroes who fell in
the fighting against the foreign forces of intervention. Near the village of
Kondratenovka stands a monument to Vitaly Bonevur, who was brutally tortured to
death by the whiteguards in September 1922, just before Primorye’s liberation.

There are many monuments in our town which remind us of the heroic past.

The town is situated in an agricultural region, a factor which set the trend for its
development. Its population is more than 170.000 people.

Ussuriisk is a centre of the Primorye light and food industry. Joint stock
companies «Dalsoya», «Primorskiy Sakhar», a food-production company «Nikolsk»,
a fish factory are the largest enterprises of food industry in the Far East. There are
also important enterprises in our town such as an auto-repairing plant, a train
locomotive repairing plant, a refrigerator train depot, furniture factories and others.
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Life begins early in our town. In fact, some enterprises, plants and factories do not
interrupt the process for the night. A lot of goods are being produced in our town.

Ussuriisk is also a cultural centre with three educational establishments, two
Drama theatre, cinemas, several Houses of Culture, an art gallery, music and art
schools, cafes and clubs. The town has more than 5 stadiums.

Ussuriisk is an important railway junction on the Moscow — Vladivostok trunk
line. One of the largest enterprises run by the railway is the refrigerator train depot.
The depot repairs and operates mechanically cooled refrigerator trains. These trains
are very important for Primorye because they transport large quantities of frozen and
cooled fish products.

The Territorial Agricultural Experimental Station works on raising the yields of
agricultural crops and the productivity of cattle, and developing new varieties of food
Ccrops.

There are several museums in our town. The people call Ussuriisk a garden town.
There are many trees and flowers here. The streets are lined with thousands ash,
linden, wild pears, apples and other trees.

The traffic system has been also improved greatly. With many cars, buses, mini-
buses, taxis moving in all directions, the streets of the town seem busy and noisy.

My native place — Primorye.

Primorye is situated in the southeast of the Far East in Russia. It occupies a small
part or its territory. Primorye covers an area of 165,000 square kilometers and it is
large enough to house four states — Belgium, Holland, Denmark, Switzerland. Nine
hundred kilometers separate its southern and northern extremities.

Primorye is washed by the waters of the Pacific Ocean. It is a hilly territory.
Nature has been generous here. The Sikhotealin Mountains are rich in coal, iron, zinc,
wolfram and many other valuable metals and minerals.

About two-thirds of Primorye is under forest. Its Ussuri taiga is really a botanical
garden, where the northern Dauriya larches, the Ayan spruces, pines, silver firs, cork
trees, yew trees, Manchurian nut trees, grapes and apricots grow.

It is also a place where extremely valuable medicinal plants — ginseng,
Acanthopanax, Chinese Schizandra grow.

The fauna is also unique. The taiga is the playground of the noble roe and the
spotted deer. A rare beast here is the Far Eastern tiger and hunting of it is prohibited.

Primorye is rich in fur-bearing animals such as sable, kolinsky, mink, Manchurian
squirrel, Amur badger and the fox.

The manifold riches of Primorye are watched by the wealth of life in the ocean.
Its delicatessen crabs from the Pacific, and the red caviar of the Siberian and
humpbacked salmon — is world famous. Trepangs, shrimps, mussels, scallops are also
found in the coastal waters.

There are many rivers in our region, but they are not deep and long. That’s why
they are of no value as water ways, but they give a good supply of fresh water. The
most important rivers are the Razdolnaya and the Ussuri.

More than three centuries ago Russian explorers reached the shores of the Pacific
Ocean. They built towns and ports, ploughed the land and began to invade the
trackless taiga. Today the towns, bays and gulfs of Primorye bear the names of these
courageous people.

Now the territory has a powerful industry, mechanized agriculture and a high
cultural level. The most important industries are mining, ship-building and repairing,
engineering, timber, furniture — making, building, fishing and food.

Vladivostok, Ussuriisk, Artem, Partizansk, Nakhodka and Arsenyev are the
biggest towns of Primorye.

It was
i founded 8 centuries ago by Prince Yuri Dolgoruky.
o Historians have accepted the year of 1147 as
l @ the start of Moscow’s history.
2 Gradually the city became more and more
powerful. In the 13" century Moscow was the

P centre of the straggle of Russian lands for the
I|berat|on from the tartar yoke. In the 16™ century under Ivan the Terrible Moscow
became the capital of the new united state. Though Peter the Great moved the capital
to St Petersburg in 1712, Moscow remained the heart of Russia. That is why it
became the main target of Napoleon’s attack. Three-quarters of the city was
destroyed by fire during Napoleon’s occupation, but by the mid-19" century Moscow
had been completely restored. After the October revolution Moscow became the
capital again.
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Now Moscow is one of the largest cities in Europe. Its total area is about nine
hundred (900) square kilometers (ancient Moscow occupied the territory of the
present-day Kremlin). The population of the city is

i over 9 million.

‘t Moscow is one of the most beautiful cities in the
world. The heart of Moscow is Red Square. It has
more historic associations than any other place in
Moscow. The Kremlin and St Basil’s Cathedral
+ (Vasily Blazheny) are masterpieces of ancient

Smmm——mweet] RUSSiaN architecture.
The main Kremlin tower, the Spasskaya Tower, has become the symbol of the
country. On the territory of the Kremlin you can see old cathedrals, the Bell Tower of
Ivan the Great, the Tsar-Cannon and the Tsar-Bell, the biggest cannon and bell in the
world. St Basil’s Cathedral was built in the mid-16™ century in memory of the victory
over Kazan. There’s a legend that Ivan the Terrible blinded the architects Barma and
Postnik, because he didn’t want them to create another masterpiece.

There are a lot of beautiful palaces, old mansions, cathedrals, churches and
monuments in Moscow. Now Moscow is being reconstructed and we all hope that in
a few years the city will become even more beautiful.

There are more than 100 museums in Moscow. The largest museums are the
Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts and the State Tretyakov Gallery. Other unique
museums in Moscow include the All-Russia Museum of Folk Arts, the Andrei
Rublev Museum of Early Russian Art, Alexei Bakhrushin Theatre Museum, Mikhail
Glinka Museum of Musical Culture and many others.

Moscow is famous for its theatres. The best-known of them is the Bolshoi Opera
House. Drama theatres and studios are also very popular.

Moscow is a city of students. There are over 100 higher educational institutions in
it.

Moscow is the seat of the Russian Parliament (the Duma) and the centre of
political life of the country.

6. IlpouuTaiiTe U nepeBeAnTE TEKCT:
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St. Petersburg

The beautiful city St. Petersburg was built on the water, which gives a magical
and romantic atmosphere. Poets and writers often call it ‘the Northern Venice”, “the
Pearl of the Baltics”. The city was born and grew up on 42 islands. Now they are
linked by 363 bridges. It stretches along the Neva River.

It was the Tsar’s fancy to build a city on a swampy land at the mouth of the Neva
river. Peter 1 believed that the new city would provide a port for trade through the
Baltic sea giving Russia a “window on Europe™.

In May, 1703 tsar Peter 1 founded a fortress on a small island called Zayachy.
The fortress was named after Saint Peter and it gave its name to the future northern
capital of Russia.

At the beginning of its construction the city charged everyone an obligatory
tribute. Those who arrived by carriage were to bring three stones, and those who
came by river or sea-ten stones.

Many famous European and Russian masters did their best work while
constructing the city. Palaces, cathedrals, buildings of rare beauty rose along straight
avenues and streets, squares and parks.

The first monumental ensemble of the city, Peter and Paul fortress, attracts lots of
tourists. The Cathedral of Peter and Paul fortress built by architect Tresini in 1712-
1733 became the necropolis of Russian tsars.

St. Petersburg displays a remarkable richness of architecture. Its Winter Palace, the
Kazan and St. Isaac’s Cathedrals, Vorontsov and Strogonov Palaces are world
famous.

Museums are the city’s pride. One of the most famous museums, the State
Hermitage, is situated here. Its collection boasts of tsars’ treasures, works of world-
known artists, and paintings from private galleries of Yusoupovs, Strogonovs,
Sheremetevs, Shuvalovs and others. Some 2,5 million masterpieces of various
epochs, countries and nations are located in more than one thousand halls. It is one of
the largest museums in Europe.

St. Petersburg has played a vital role in Russian history. It was the scene of the
February and October Revolutions in 1917 and was fiercely defended during World
War 1. It was renamed three times — Petrograd, Leningrad and again, St. Petersburg.
Now, the city plays an important role in Russian economy, culture and international
cooperation.

Great Federico Felini, who once visited St. Petersburg said,”I’m happy that | was
born in Italy and worked in Rome, but , probably, | would be twice happy if fate
would let me have a nook in Russia, in St. Petersburg. | fell in love with this city.
Somehow, I understand it”. If you have a chance to visit this great city, you’ll fall in
love with it, too.

Novosibirsk

Novosibirsk is the biggest town of Siberia and the third-biggest city of Russia.
The city was founded in 1893 thanks to a bridge over the river Ob. First it was only
one settlement with the name Alexandrowskiy. In 1903 it got the official status of the
city and the name Novonikolayewsk.

In 1925 the town was renamed to Novosibirsk. Novosibirsk became the capital of
the region.

Today Novosibirsk is a cultural, industrial and traffic center of Siberia. There are
all kinds of the transportin the city: metro (underground), tramway, railway,
airplanes and ships. Novosibirsk is an only city in the east of Russia, where there
is underground. The underground was built in 1985. Today there are 13 stations in 2
lines. Novosibirsk has an international airport Tolmachowo. From our bus station

réches many buses go to all settlements and towns of our area and neighbor
regions.

There are in Novosibirsk more than 10 theatres, aregional natural history
museum, an art gallery, a circus, many cinemas, publishing companies and museums.
In Novosibirsk there is a chapel which stands just in the geographic center of Russia.

In Novosibirsk science is also developed very much. In 1957 the branch of
academy of the science was opened not far from the city. It is called
Akademgorodok. There are another two science centers: Krassnoobsk and Koltsowo.

There are many schools, technical schools, colleges and universities in the city.
The city has a conservatoire. You can get any profession you like there. Many
students from all towns of Russia and from other countries study in Novosibirsk.

Novosibirsk has 10 districts: Leninskiy, Kirowskiy,Tsentralnyy, Oktjabrskiy,
Zhelesnodorozhniy, Dzerzhinskiy, Kalininskiy, Zayeltsovskiy, Pervomajskiy,
Sovetskiy.

There are many parks and gardens in Novosibirsk. The city is very green.
The quay is one of the most popular places by citizens. You can also relax in new
aqua park “Kvarsis”, in Zoo, in botanic garden and on Obskoye sea.

History of education

As long as we live, we continue to learn, and the education we receive when we
are young helps us to continue learning. We are taught to read and write, and are
taught many of the essential facts about the world and shown how to sort them out so
that later in life, we’ll be able to find out things ourselves and not to ask other people.

The first teachers were fathers and mothers, but very early in the history of man
children began to be taught by people other than their fathers and mothers. It is taught
that schools first started in Egypt 5,000 to 6,000 years ago, and that it was the
invention of writing which made them necessary. Reading and writing were quite
different from the skills used in everyday life, and writing made it possible to store up
knowledge which grew with each generation. Specially trained people were therefore
needed to teach it.

Only the sons of nobles attended the first Egyptian schools, which taught reading,
physical education and good behavior. In ancient India the priestly caste decided
what should be taught to each of the four castes, or groups, into which people were
divided.

Only the priestly caste was allowed to learn the Hindu scriptures. In China, until
the 19" century, education was organized according to social classes, and consisted
largely of learning the scriptures by heart.
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A clear example of the way in which even neighbouring peoples produce
different types of education comes from ancient Greece. Sparta and Athens were two
Greek states. The Spartans, a hard and warlike people, gave a purely military
education. At the age of seven all boys of noble families were taken from their homes
and were sent to live in groups. They were kept under a very strict discipline and
were taught hunting, military scouting, swimming and the use of weapons. The
Spartans despised literature and some people think they could not even read.

At the very same time, also for the nobles only, the Athenians were building what
we call a liberal education — one that helps a man to develop all sides of his nature,
helps him to make and appreciate beautiful things and helps him to find the best way
of life. They thought it important to educate the body as well as the mind, and had a
programme of physical training which consisted of running, jumping, wrestling and
throwing the discus. As time went on Athenian education paid special attention to
reading, writing and literature and these were taught by a special teacher, known as
the «grammatisty. Common people were not educated, they were trained in
craftsmanship, workmanship, trades.

Greek philosophers, or thinkers, always discussed what education should try to do
and what it should include. Plato wrote a book called The Republic, which is one of
the best books ever written on education, and since those days Greek ideas have
influenced European education, especially secondary and university education.

The Romans were very good at organizing, and they were the first people to have
schools run by the government free of charge. Throughout their great empire there
was a network of these schools which provided foe three stages of education.

At six or seven all boys (and some girls) went to the primary school, where they
learned «three R’s»: reading, writing, and arithmetic. Most children were not taught
more than this, but at 12 or 13 boys of the rich families went on to the «grammary»
school to study the Greek and Latin languages and their literatures, that is, what had
been written in those languages. At 16, young nobles who wanted to enter politics or
the service of the country went to the schools of rhetoric to be trained in rhetoric, or
public speaking.

In Great Britain the first teachers we read about were craftsmen. They taught
children to read, write and count, to cook and mend their own shoes. In the early 19%"
century the main system of teaching was the «Monitor» system. The teacher could
manage a class of 100 or more by using older pupils or «monitors» to help him. The
schools had long desks which were sometimes arranged in tiers so that the teacher
could see every child in a large class.

Education in Russia.

Children start school at the age of six in Russia. The course of studies at school is
eleven years now: four years of primary school and seven years of secondary school.
Previously it was only ten years: three years of primary school and seven years of
secondary school. Children under the age of six are taken to réches and nursery
schools.

There is a wide choice of schools nowadays: state schools, private schools,
lyceums and gymnasiums. The majority of schools is free of charge, but in some
(usually private ones) parents have to pay for the education of their children. In
ordinary schools parents sometimes pay for additional subjects in the curriculum,
such as a foreign language or arts. Though it is generally not a demand, most children
can already read and write when they start their school: this makes education much
easier for them.

In primary school there are three or four lessons a day, they usually are Reading,
Writing and Arithmetic. A lesson lasts forty minutes. During the first term children
get used to learning and adapt to school regulations. Beginning with the second term
of the first year at school, children also take Handicrafts, Drawing, Music and
Physical Education. The list of subjects under study is further extended during the
second, third and fourth years and includes the World History of Arts, Fundamentals
of Security, History, Geography, and others. At primary schools all lessons are
usually conducted by one teacher.

At the age of ten children pass to the second stage of education, known as
secondary school. In secondary school there is a wide variety of subjects under study,
and teachers specialize. The transition from primary to secondary school is
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sometimes difficult for children. After finishing the ninth form and getting the
Certificate of Basic Secondary Education, schoolchildren may either continue their
education in the tenth form, or leave school and go to technical (vocational) schools
and colleges.

After eleven years at school the school leavers take examinations and get the
Certificate of Complete Secondary Education. Those who have only excellent marks
in the Certificate get a gold medal, which gives the right to enter higher school taking
only one examination.

The admission to higher school is competitive and based on the system of
entrance examinations, usually three or four. During the examinations the school
leavers must show their abilities in the chosen field. Young people also have an
option to get specialized secondary education in vocational schools after leaving the
eleventh form.

Among higher educational establishments are institutes (colleges), academies and
universities. The term of studying in higher school is from four to six years. Students
can be involved in scientific research while studying. At the end of their final year at
college, university or academy they take final examinations and get a diploma.
Besides, they can take postgraduate courses in the chosen field.
